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Here's an alphabetical listing of new products, along with a full review, ratings and tester 
feedback. The "Entry Date" refers to the date we first learned of the product.

Six well-designed, multi-level games feature the Pink Panther (of MGM Studios fame).
There's no surprises in the design. The games are mostly variations on the theme of 
concentration, sliding puzzles or Tetris; but are all carefully adapted to be easy to use. In 
addition, children can choose from a variety of challenge levels and escape at any time, 
making this a non-threatening animal playground where failure is not an option. 
Throughout the six activities, children are presented with animal clues, match animal 
photos or riddles -- such as, "You'll recognize me by my fuzzy bald head..." (The Vulture).
Most of the animals are from the Savannah. Once all the puzzles have been played, 
children can unlock Pink Panther cartoons.

This title is easy to play and nicely mixes animal facts with school readiness 
experiences -- it is an excellent preschool title. Note that there are several other titles in the
series of similar quality. (See Pink Panther Mission in Space, Lassie, and Pink Panther 
Saving Planet Earth.) The only problem is that we couldn't figure out how to buy the title.

You will perform all of the
martial arts moves of your favorite characters, and also have the ability to bend all of the 
elements and fly on gliders to explore the expanded Avatar world.

The experience is fun and fast -- especially as a two-player action game -- and is great 
for collaborative play. That's because a friend can take control of the second character by 
just plugging in another controller (we love these kinds of games).

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The seventh game in the series for one or two players, and the first one for both the 
Nintendo Wii and DS, this game features animated kid versions of the top MLB players 
including Alex Rodriguez, Albert Pujols, Derek Jeter, and the cover athlete David "Big 
Papi" Ortiz. Also for the first time, the game includes at least one pro player from each of 
the 32 MLB teams. Additional features include a new MLB All-star Game, new 
tournament mode, new power-ups with meter, new player capabilities, and an unlockable
Babe Ruth. Prices are $40 for the Wii, $30 for the PS2 and DS, and $20 for the PC version.

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Jump inside your own trivia game show with Sony's animated Buzz titles, designed 
specifically for the PS3. The animated routines contain stylized, somewhat stereotyped 
characters that may not appeal to everyone, so be sure to have a look at a demonstration 
video first. Also, some of the stage banter is tacky -- earning the title a Teen rating. We 
also noted that some of the stock questions are too challenging for younger players. This 
is disappointing. Why worry parents with a Teen rating for such a potentially family-
friendly title?

Content features 5,000 questions in five categories: Music, Movies & TV, Sports, 
Brainiac, and Lifestyle. There is also a new Channel Hopper mode that allows you to 
switch between the different categories of questions. You can play with up to eight 
people, or up to four players in online multiplayer -- making this a potentially useful 
experience for a library setting. If your PS3 is online, you can also download quiz packs 
with 500 questions each, or create your own eight-question mini quizzes that can be 
shared with other players. The game was developed by Relentless Software and comes 
bundled with four BUZZ! wireless controllers. If you like trivia titles and don't mind the 
stereotyped game show characters, you'll like Buzz.

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"Clunk-ables" might be a more apt name for this line of 31 button-sized chip-
embedded charms. Each has four metal contacts that can be lined up exactly to a watch-
sized base in order to unlock premium content items at Disney's new Fairies online 
playground, found at at www.pixiehollow.com.

Despite the complexity of lining up the metal contacts and the need to download a 
Windows-only application, the process of creating and flying around your own fairy 
avatar is fun and easy to do, so don't write off this line of toys quite yet. In addition, 
Disney is launching a series of four DVDs featuring the Fairies next month (one for each
month), so be warned that a swarm is headed to your computer screen.

You start by buying either the Clickables Fairy Charms Starter Set ($30, requires 3 
AAA batteries) or the Clickables Fairy Friendship Bracelet ($20, includes the button cell 
battery). Next, you must download the Windows-only software application from the Pixie
Hollow site, which requires creating a screen name and password. If you buy the starter 
sets, you'll get a few starter charms, or you can buy more in sets of three for $6. Any 
charm you have can be touched to an unlimited number of receivers, allowing children to
freely give away their items to other children. While this is a nice collaborative activity, 
the clear commercial motive shines through. Another child can't get the virtual stuff 
unless he or she invests in the reader. Parents, keep in mind that a charm-addicted child 
could collect as many as 31 charms (that's $62) this fall, not to mention an additional $20 
for the bracelet and $30 for a jewelry box.

So, if the idea is good, why not a higher rating? One key reason is that you don't know
exactly when you've "clicked" -- or that the information has successfully transferred from
your charm into the receiver. That's because you need to press a small button just before 
the click, and hold it in place for several seconds until a light flashes three times. It's also 
difficult to tell if you've already "used up" a specific charm or not. If you have "used up" 
the charm, nothing happens when you try to 'click it'; but the same goes if you're not 
doing something correct when trying to activate a "non-used up" charm. So, there's a bit 
of debugging involved of the variety that could easily lead to a, "Hey, Mom!?"

The final addition to the collection is a $20 Fairy Game LCD toy, with five games that
can unlock butterflies. While the butterflies are state-of-the-art, the games are vintage 
1980s, making you complete arcane levels just to earn points as fast as possible. Although
collecting the charms is fun and tying them to an online playground makes sense, the 
process requires learning screen names, downloading software, plugging in the USB 
connection and some debugging. Perhaps this is educational after all. See also Clickables
Fairies Collection.

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Leapfrog's new study aid, Crammer ($60, www.leapfrog.com) puts 16,000 flashcard-
style quiz questions in your child's pocket. Because the device uses headphones and can 
also store traditional MP3s, it makes it easy to "zone in" on specific fact-based content, say
for that daily bus ride to school. Leapfrog PR notes that if you put all 16,000 questions on 
traditional 3 x 5-inch flash cards, they'd weigh 72 pounds. Content, which is managed 
online, specifically targets grades 3-8, or ages 8-13 years, with existing lists of content 
including science, math, spelling words, Spanish vocabulary, and social studies (see the 
complete list at www.leapfrog.com/crammer). It is also possible to customize your 
questions with any content that you provide. So a young attorney could use Crammer to 
study for a bar exam, although the questions would need to be created from scratch.

Powered by three AAA batteries, the device has an interesting interface. The LCD 
screen rocks left/right or up/down so it is easy to jump to a multiple-choice question. An
enter key on the top of the device lets you finalize your selection. Options on the main 
menu include either quiz or flash-card modes, two games and a music player. In order to 
load new games or sets of grade specific flash cards, you need to connect the device to 
your Mac or Windows computer. To customize your content you need to go online, where
you can create your own spelling lists if you like. As any student knows, when it comes to
school-related facts, there's always room to shoehorn in another, and Leapfrog's Crammer
is a great tool for the job. Getting them to stick? Now that's another problem.

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Easy to use and full of state-of-the-art graphics, Disney Pixie Hollow, found at www.
pixiehollow.com, targets girls in the 6-12 age range. It is the online companion to this 
Fall's Tinker Bell DVD collection. The online world offers a great alternative to sites like
Webkinz or Club Penguin, although there is a clear commercial agenda and no social 
games, at least as of Oct. 2008. While there is no cost to register and play, the "velvet rope"
model shows children decorations or clothing items that require a code of some sort from
related Disney merchandise. See the Clickables Fairies Collection for one set of such toys.

The site is both responsive and beautifully illustrated. The designers use Walt Disney's
1937 "scrolling parallax process" to make it look like the fairies are flying in four season-
themed worlds.  To move your fairy, you click on the screen, and your fairy avatar 
follows -- similar to Club Penguin. At any time, you can type short messages to other 
fairies using the free but heavily-filtered chat. There's also a speed chat system that feels 
slippery and easy to use. You can invite other fairies to your home, where you can also 
store your loot. All of the games we played were for just one player, but are well designed
and rather addicting. There's variations on Pong, Breakout and so on, as well as a well 
designed fairy avatar creation program that provides a variety of skin colors, body shapes
and clothing items.

The site joins Disney's Toontown Online (2003), Club Penguin (2005) and Pirates of the
Caribbean Online (2007), and was created for Disney by Silver Tree Media, Shell Games 
and Disney Online.

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Included in this fall's rush of Guitar-Hero inspired programs, this is something to 
spice up the Sunday School curriculum. Guitar Praise ($100, www.digitalpraise.com, now
in stores) includes one wireless guitar (extras are $70 each) and a receiver that plugs into 
the USB port of your Macintosh or Windows computer.

After you install the software, you choose from 52 contemporary Christian songs, 
from bands like tobyMac, Skillet and Stellar Kart. Like other Guitar Hero-like titles, the 
songs start easy and get harder. We tested the first level and found it easy -- even young 
children will experience success. The game operation is familiar -- match moving notes on
the screen by moving the strum bar along with one of five color-coded buttons on the 
fretboard, at the exact instant. If you miss-time a note, you hear a clunk and loose points.

The program works as you'd expect -- higher scores are rewarded with more songs or
guitar effects; plus high scores can be saved online, providing you have an Internet 
connection. We didn't take the time to unlock the hardest levels, so we can't tell you about
the suitability for seasoned Guitar Hero or Rock Band players.

Features include the ability to turn on/off the lyrics, a tilt feature to activate a spinner
(a feature familar to any Guitar Hero fan), a two-player mode, including the ability to 
distract your opponent. The guitar requires four AA batteries. We tested the Macintosh 
version, and had one minor complaint -- once you're in a song it is hard to escape (you 
have to press the Escape key on the keyboard). Your mouse and other keyboard keys are 
locked. Guitar Hero in church? Now that's a no brainer!

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Toys that talk have become commonplace, but toys that talk to each other? That's a 
rather new idea.

About the size of a bar of soap, Huru Humi (short for "Who are you, who am I?") dolls
are voice-activated electronic figurines with small LCD screens for faces to represent 
expressions. The dolls can either respond to your voice, or to another doll who happens to
be within a few feet in range. To converse with just one doll, you need to speak clearly 
and follow a script, a process that is rather confusing, partly because the dolls' vocabulary
is limited to about 70 simple words. With some practice, you can open a menu of word 
games, such as fortune-telling or some knock-knock jokes.

If you happen to own another of the $30 dolls, they will automatically start to talk to 
one another; and getting them to stop talking is a mystery. Testers noted that some of the
dialogue between the Huru Humis is, well, a bit tacky. One said, "If my mom catches me
playing violent games she gets violent"; and later, "Dad's in the shower, hurry and flush 
the toilet".  One of the dolls is a self-proclaimed Democrat, so we can assume that another
might be a Republican, for balance. The Hurus tend to argue with each other, calling each
other names, such as "dragon breath", that seems a bit mean-spirited. But the main 
problem is the interaction style. Some of the comments just come across as random. A toy
that implies intelligence needs to deliver, and it should also be much better at listening.

There are eight dolls available at www.huruhumi.com, each with a unique voice and
personality (Heidi, the girl next door; Jake, the jock; and Sierra, the environmentalist). You
can also purchase additional snap-on plastic clothing kits to customize the dolls.

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Turn your TV into a virtual easel, with this camera-equipped art center from V.Tech.
About the size of a short TV table, this digital design center for preschoolers features a 
low resolution digital camera mounted about a foot above the drawing surface, so that as
a child colors, their work is displayed on the TV screen. The software, stored on a plug in
ROM cartridge on the camera, includes ideas for arts and crafts or stop-motion animation
by combining the camera's captured images with the on-screen graphics. So it is easy to 
add creative elements, such as frames and effects, to pictures. Children can also create 
pictures from scratch in the free-play mode. By using a standard USB drive, children can 
save pictures to their computer, where they can save or print work. While the idea is good
and it held our tester's attention initially, the interface is too pushy, with constant 
prompts that can erode on a child's creative space. The idea of turning a TV screen into a
giant easel is certainly a valid one, and this one could succeed, with better software and a
higher resolution camera.

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Fun and rich in features, but not all that different than previous LEGO games (see 
LEGO Star Wars and LEGO Indiana Jones), this one- or two-player cooperative game is 
full of action and collaborative problem solving opportunities.

In the game, you and another player assume the identity of Batman and/or Robin in a
battle against the bad guys, including The Joker, The Penguin, Poison Ivy, Catwoman and
Mr. Freeze. In a new twist, you can join the enemy, playing as one of the villains and see 
the game from a different view. As with the other Traveller's Tails titles (the studio who 
came up the first LEGO Star Wars title), a second player can drop-in or drop-out of a 
game at any time. Keep in mind also that this game is available on a wide variety of 
platforms. Our ratings apply to the game console editions.

There are two modes of play: Story and Freeplay. In the Story mode, you move 
through the game, one level at a time. In Freeplay mode, you can replay any level with 
the characters you've unlocked in search of additional rewards. In addition, you can 
collect LEGO parts used to unlock extra content including special power-ups and bonus 
levels that include the ability to drive vehicles like the Batmobile, Batboat and the 
Batwing.

Prices are $50 for Xbox 360, PS3, and Wii; or $30 for the PS2, Nintendo DS, and PC. 
Both the Xbox 360 version and the PS3 versions feature 720p/1080p display support, and 
the DS offers touch-screen interaction and two-player co-op mode, using the DS local 
wireless network. In the Wii version, you use both the Wii Remote (to hit) and the 
Nunchuk (to move). Our testers tried all versions of the game and, in all cases, refused to
give it back within the five-day deadline; a good endorsement of any game. We especially
like the logical problem-solving opportunities this game affords, along with the 
collaborative nature of the play. Even at $50, this game is worth the investment.

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Imagine if you had a magic pencil that could draw lines that turn into sledding hills, 
and you get the idea of this addicting creativity experience. First launched in the Fall of 
2006 as a free website designed by a student (Bostjan Cadez), Line Rider is now available 
for the PC, Nintendo Wii and DS. We tested the PC version and found it to be an excellent
exercise in programming, with vast improvements over the free website (found at www.
linerider.com). Besides the absence of advertising, there is a story mode in which you play
as one of the sledders (Bosh or Chaz) in an attempt to get the best sled, as well as save 
your true love, Bailey.

The story elements are hokey, and they have a style that may not be classroom 
friendly (we would like more variety in music, for example, for a pure creativity 
experience). To win, you must complete tracks in 40 puzzles. There is also a Puzzle 
Creation mode in which you design your own puzzles, as well as a Freestyle mode for 
scribbling. If you register the game on the Windows version, you can upload and share 
your tracks, or download other ideas. Creativity tools include 12 line types including 
acceleration, trick, zoom, trampoline, and trap door, as well as multiple line riders at the 
same time, and unlockable rewards. Note game prices are $30 for the Nintendo DS, $20 
for the PC, and $30 for the Nintendo Wii (released October 6, 2008). Created by Genius 
Products for inXile Entertainment. The installation requires an Internet connection and 
the creation of an online account. In addition, you must have the serial number. Up to six
profiles can be saved. All in all, this is an excellent learning and creativity experience for
middle and high school students.

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Realistic football action on the game console is hardly new these days, but EA's 
Madden series, now in its 20th year, keeps getting better. One reason is because the game
adapts to you. As you play, your performance is continuously assessed and the gameplay
is tailored to you to provide you with a competitive game experience, regardless of your 
skill level. You can also build on your strengths and improve your weaknesses through a
series of training drills, customized feedback and in-game hints.

When you start the game, you are greeted by Coach John Madden, who introduces 
you to the Madden Test, where you are challenged to complete a series of drills across 
four key skill areas of football: rushing, passing, rush defense and pass defense. This will
determine where you are strong and where you need improvement. After you complete 
the Test, Coach Madden assigns you a Madden IQ score (ranging from 200 to 800), which
will move up or down depending on how you perform throughout the actual games. 
Madden NFL 09 then tailors difficulty levels across several facets of gameplay, based on 
your Madden IQ. The game also features in-game hints, and an all-new Sports Backtrack 
feature lets you know where you went wrong on a particular play. In addition, there is an
EA Sports Rewind feature that allows you to literally rewind the play and do it over 
again, so you can learn from your mistakes immediately. Another feature of the game is 
that there are now multiple skill levels, allowing players of different abilities to compete 
against each other and have a competitive game.

Although the packaging shows Brett Favre on the cover in his Packer's uniform 
instead of his new, New York Jets uniform, you can download new Madden NFL 09 
packaging and print it out. In addition, players can get the new online roster download, 
available for Xbox 360, PS3, PS2, and Wii versions of the game. This new roster download
features Favre as the starting quarterback on the New York Jets and is available as an 
automatic download when you play an online game. If you are not playing online, Favre 
is on the "NFL Greats" roster. In Franchise Mode, players can transfer Favre to the free 
agent roster pool, and pick him up on any of the 32 NFL teams for the 2008 season. The 
only drawback? The price. For $60, you could probably sponsor your local football team.
Prices are $60 for Xbox 360 and PS3, $50 for Wii, $40 for PS2 and PSP, and $30 for 
Nintendo DS.

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This crude baby-sitting tutorial has the potential to be a fun, valuable learning 
experience, if you have the patience to figure it out.

After you design your female teen avatar (there are no male options), you see a home 
that looks a bit like the top view of a home from the Sims. There are five rooms that you 
can view by moving the cursor. You start the simulation with $700 that you use to buy 
furniture and food. There are other hurdles that include passing a child development test
at the education center. Some of the test questions seem poorly designed, and the text 
could use better US localization. For example, at one point, children are presented with, 
"The baby is like a chattering bird, mumbling and prattling all day long."

Shopping is complicated by the fact that you don't know how much money you have,
so you load up your shopping cart and continually run out of money, and background 
music is repetitive and rather strange.

Despite these shortcomings, there is some good information about how babies 
develop that is great for anyone to know. But getting to that information requires a skill 
that any baby-sitter must have... patience.

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If you like "I SPY" puzzles, you'll love this title, designed especially for the Nintendo 
DS touch screen.

In the story, eccentric millionaire Phil T. Rich vanishes from his mansion and is 
presumed dead. You take on the role of a detective and must determine if he really is 
dead, and if so, who is the rightful heir to his fortune. You must investigate suspects by 
finding hidden items in their environments. The objects are displayed in sight, but are 
interwoven into the illustration, making it challenging to find. Once you find enough 
hidden objects in a certain area, the character and area will be considered investigated, 
and you then move on to the next clue. There are 12 potential heirs to examine, 30 scenes 
to investigate, and more than 1,000 hidden objects to find. The DS stylus is used to move 
around and find the hidden objects, and when you do, you tap it to collect it -- removing 
it from the environment and your object list. You will be able to use special tools to help 
you -- including a flashlight for when the lights go out and an X-ray to see items hidden 
behind larger ones. In addition, some of the objects you find may require you to solve 
riddles.  For example, you may be asked to find a slice of bread, but can only find a whole
loaf in the environment. By pressing and holding the L or R button, you can use your 
stylus to slice the bread.

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Based on the Nickelodeon TV series, this game lets you play as the members of The 
Naked Brothers Band. The game begins with the band's manager, Cooper, telling them 
he's booked them on a World Tour. Unfortunately, they actually only have one gig, but 
more are added as you play. You start by choosing who you want to play as, customizing
the outfit and instrument, and choosing a song. You can then take the tutorial which will 
teach you how to play. We previewed the Wii version, and the tutorial shows you exactly
how to use the Wii Remote and Nunchuk to play the three different instruments -- drums,
guitar, and keyboard. You can also choose vocals and sing along -- karaoke style -- with 
the songs using the included Logitech microphone. The game features 25 songs, some of
which you must unlock as you progress through the game, as well as unlockable outfits 
and instrument designs.

The game is similar in design to the Guitar Hero and Rock Band games, where 
different colored notes appear across the screen, but instead of matching colors on a fret 
board, you use the Wii Remote and Nunchuk to play the notes. There are no guitar, 
keyboard or drum peripherals. For example, to play the drums, you hold the Nunchuk in
your left hand and Remote in your right and use them as drumsticks. If a note appears on
the left, you "bang" the Nunchuk in the air when it lines up on the screen, or if the note 
appears on right you "bang" the Remote. To play the guitar, you use the Nunchuk to 
move and line up the note on the screen and the Remote to play the note. Our younger 
testers enjoyed playing this game and found it much easier than trying to play the fret 
board on Guitar Hero.

The game is geared toward a younger audience than the Guitar Hero and Rock Band 
games, and there is no worrisome content in the lyrics of any of the 25 songs featured. The
game also has three levels of play for each song. So you can choose a song, play it on Easy,
and once you've mastered it, move up to Medium and then Hard.

Why do they call themselves "The Naked Brothers Band"? We asked the same 
question. The two lead singers (ages 9 and 13) are, in fact, brothers (sons of a musician 
and actress) and have playfully called themselves that ever since they were just little tykes
taking their baths.

He's back! This is the exact replica of the older, very popular PC game featuring kid-
detective Pajama Sam, only running on the Wii.

In the game, children move Pajama Sam from screen to screen by choosing arrow 
keys, on an adventure to collect clues and capture Darkness. There are animated routines
hidden in each scene. You will explore a giant treehouse, underground river caverns and
a sunken mine.

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The cats are cute, but the games and interactive design is -- at best -- crude, in this pet
simulation from Crave. Note that the game contains sponsored content, by Purina pet 
foods, a fact that is not disclosed on the packaging.

You start by choosing from 40 realistic-looking kittens, which you can customize (ears,
eye colors, tail length and coat pattern). Next, you see your cat running around in one of 
six rooms of a house. In order to keep your pet happy, you need to feed it, play with it, 
pet it and so on. Good things equal full bar graphs; neglect or too many squirts with the 
spray bottle will result in a noisy cat.

The frustrating part of the game is that your cat gets fleas and is always hungry, but 
food is expensive. In order to earn enough money to for the $10 bottle of flea spray, you'll
need to play 10 rounds of concentration, or a mini-golf game where it is nearly impossible
to figure out how to move the putter (on the Wii version). Some of the games, like the 
shooting gallery, seem fun, but also don't fit well with the cat theme. The best thing about
this game may be that it seems impossible for your cat to die.

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What begins as a cell in a tide pool just might end up as a space-age civilization with 
Spore, a $50 Mac/Windows title that mixes creativity with strategy. Despite the 
evolutionary design, the primitive installation regime nearly spoils the fun. Fortunately, 
EA changed the rigid digital rights management system a month after launch, so that a 
single game disk can be installed on five computers. Still, the large program requires the 
installation of EA's Download Manager, which does its best to make your computer an 
outpost for EA marketing.

Once you get past the clumsy installation process, a digital masterpiece awaits for 
older children (10-up). Be sure to check the graphics requirements. While Spore runs on 
older graphics cards, it looks a lot better on newer systems. A creature editor lets you 
make your creature, spaceship or planet. These creatures can be shared with the other 
players online. Once in the game, you choose to either fight with other creatures or make 
friends with them.

You start in a tidal swamp, first choosing a level—easy, medium or hard—using the 
Spore Creature Creator to mix and match eyes, skin, arms, wings, sensors and so on. You
can do this without buying the game by downloading a limited version of the Creature 
Creator for free. Teachers and parents take note: because this is an open-ended 
experience, it is possible to add appendages that might look like genitals. While these 
types of creatures are removed from the game, some players have posted such creations 
on YouTube.

As you explore, you meet and eat other creatures to collect their DNA. If you are 
eaten, you merely start over, so it is easy to succeed. A "Sporepedia" makes it easy to jump
around in the game or swap characters. Soon, your creature evolves into a land-based 
community, where you search for mates and form a tribe. A Civilization Game mode 
follows, where you build a city or destroy others in an effort to continue your evolution. 
Testers found the civilization mode tedious at points, but noted that it is easy to move to 
another part of the game. At this point, the Spore experience is more like chess, with a 
building, exploring and collecting theme. Because the players take an active role in 
building the experience, there's a strong feeling of ownership -- much like the Sims.

One unique aspect of Spore is that it is a culture-free experience. There are no races or
genders, although creatures need each other to reproduce. There are some interesting 
social implications to the game -- you can play as a peacemaker or aggressor, and live 
with the consequences. The title also pushes the limit in interface design, with menus that
have been designed to help you feel in control as you slide through time and space. The 
bottom line? If your computer can handle it, get Spore. See also the Nintendo DS edition.

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The Nintendo DS edition of Spore, called Spore Creatures, is a different type of 
experience than the online computer-based version of Spore. So if you're expecting a 
similar game only on the DS, you may be disappointed; but in other ways, you may like 
it.

Spore Creatures is more like Pokémon, with more hunting, collecting and trading. 
You start by creating a profile (games are automatically saved) and are given a starter 
creature, to which you can drag and drop body parts. To steer, you touch the screen -- the
creature follows the stylus. You learn the game by completing simple challenges, such as 
finding a mouth, getting the fruit from a tree, or swimming off an island. At times, you 
meet other creatures, and you can either make friends with them by dancing (touch 
moving dots to the music) or singing; or you can fight with them in order to keep your 
health meter high.

There's a good deal of reading and problem solving involved with Spore Creatures, 
making it a good language and logic experience. Creatures and items can be traded with 
the Nintendo DS wireless network, providing the other player also has a game card. All in
all, this is a strong title, although it could frustrate younger players.

The graphics 
look as good as the TV show, and there's a lot of shape recognition in the drag-and-drop 
puzzles, but it is impossible to control the pace of the story, locking children into a linear
path, with narration that can't be skipped.

Stronger activities involve children in sorting, color matching, memory skills, 
counting, and telling time. In one activity, your child must help Sir Topham Hatt 
complete a set of tracks, by dragging and dropping track parts onto a field. In another, 
they count freight cars to match a numeral. A bonus game lets children control the speed
of the train through a train set, and there's a personalized certificate of achievement at the
end of the story. Once you make it through the story, you can jump back and freely play 
the games.

The Story mode tells the story of James, who is asked to make an important delivery 
to the zoo, but gets lost. Sir Topham Hatt sends a search party to look for him, and your 
child must help Thomas and Harold find James and get him to the zoo on time.

Games are saved automatically. This is a good game, but it could be much better with
additional control mechanisms.

After you download and install the file, you setup an account for each child. Your child's 
name and icon are shown when you log into the computer for the first time. So it is possible for a 
child to never see the actual Windows desktop. When adding a child (we added two with no 
problem), you have a variety of options. You can add a timer, let a child adjust the volume, or 
toggle for spoken help. You can also choose to hide the Windows start menu if you like. For each 
website you choose, you can select an icon of choice, and have the program prevent your child from
leaving the site. In addition, you can turn on or off printing options. This ability to pre-select 
already installed games or provide one-click access to websites is a wonderful feature -- if only we 
could get the program to work.

Note that this idea isn't new (see Edmark's KidDesk for one example). But it hasn't been 
updated for a long time. If you're up for a bit of tech support help or perhaps just plain lucky, 
KidDesktop may be a good choice.

Testers confirmed
that WALL-E is best for driving around, scaring dogs or impressing young fans of the movie.

A touch pad on the remote allows for quick turns, and macro keys can be programmed to 
execute a series of pre-made routines that can be stored in memory. If the robot gets too close to a 
table leg, CDS sensors located in the robot's base (of the variety that can sense your hand under a 
towel dispenser) prevent the collisions.  The onboard sound sensors pick up sound direction very 
well, so that Wall-E can turn toward the noise, point with his arm, and blink with bright blue LED 
eyes.
